Designating the State Land Fossil; SB 3

SB 3 designates Silvisaurus condrayi, a one-ton armored ankylosaur that walked across
Kansas during the late Cretaceous period, as the official state land fossil. [Note: The official
state marine fossil, the Tylosaurus, and the official state flying fossil, the Pferanodon, were
designated by 2014 HB 2595.]
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
