If	the	court
sentences	the	offender	to	perform	community	or	public	service	work	as	a	condition	of
probation,	as	described	in	subsection	(b)(10)	of	K.S.A.	21-6607,	and	amendments
thereto,	the	court	shall	consider	ordering	the	offender	to	serve	the	community	or
public	service	at	an	alcohol	treatment	facility.
(c) As	used	in	this	section,	terms	mean	the	same	as	in	K.S.A.	41-102,	and
amendments	thereto.
(d) The	provisions	of	this	section	shall	not	be	deemed	to	create	any	civil	liability	for
any	lodging	establishment,	as	defined	in	K.S.A.	36-501,	and	amendments	thereto.
