2023 Kansas Statutes

25-4148d. Reports of certain contributions to a party or political committee during specified
time period preceding an election; filing of reports with secretary of state; definitions. (a)
Every treasurer for a party committee or political committee shall file reports of
contributions as prescribed by this act. Reports shall be filed with the secretary of
state. Reports required by this section shall be in addition to any other reports
required by law.

(b) (1) The report shall contain the name and address of each person who makes a
contribution to the party committee or political committee in an aggregate amount or
value in excess of $300 or more during the period commencing 11 days before a
primary or general election at which a state or local officer is to be elected and
ending at 11:59 p.m. on the Wednesday preceding the date of the election. Such
report shall contain the amount and date of each such contribution. The report shall
be made on or before the close of business on the Thursday preceding the date of the
election.

(2) In addition, a separate report shall be made on a daily basis for the Thursday,
Friday, Saturday and Sunday immediately preceding the election. Each daily report
shall contain the information required in paragraph (1). Each report shall be filed by
5:00 p.m. on the next day respectively.

(c) Reports required by this section shall be filed with the secretary of state during
regular business hours by hand delivery or express delivery service or at any time by
any electronic method authorized by the secretary of state.

(d) (1) "Contribution" means the same as defined in K.S.A. 25-4143, and
amendments thereto.

(2) "Party committee" means the same as defined in K.S.A. 25-4143, and
amendments thereto.

(3) "Political committee" means the same as defined in K.S.A. 25-4143, and
amendments thereto.

(e) The provisions of this section shall be a part of and supplemental to the campaign
finance act.
