(c) Insured	loans	in	default	for	four	(4)	months	or	for	any	lesser	period	which	is
defined	as	default	for	such	purposes	in	the	policy	provisions;	and
(d) Insured	leases	in	default	for	four	(4)	months	or	for	any	lesser	period	which	is
defined	as	default	for	such	purposes	in	policy	provisions.
