United WE has supported the Kansas Heroes Scholarship for several years, as this
funding supports the women and families of military members and first responders who
have made the ultimate sacrifice. House Bill 2646 deepens this fund’s impact by
removing the limitation of $500,000 in a fiscal year and allowing the aggregate limit for
financial assistance established by the board of regents based on appropriated
amounts.
